Hot Enough to Fry an Egg
Maybe you've heard someone say “It's hot enough
to fry an egg on the sidewalk!”

Well, if it's at least 95 degrees outside (that's 35
degrees C), you can actually do it. But you need
Dad or Mom'’s help.
