And the LORD God commanded the man, “You are free 
to eat from any tree in the garden; but you must not 
eat from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, for 
when you eat of it you will surely die.”

For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is 
eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.

All inhabitants of the earth will worship the beast -- all 
whose names have not been written in the Book of Life 
belonging to the Lamb that was slain from the creation 
of the world.

But if we walk in the light, as He is in the light, we have 
fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus, His 
Son, purifi es us from all sin.

For Christ died for sins once for all, the righteous for the 
unrighteous, to bring you to God. He was put to death 
in the body but made alive by the Spirit.

For God so loved the world that He gave His one and 
only Son, that whoever believes in Him shall not perish 
but have eternal life.

Just as Moses lifted up the snake in the desert, so 
the Son of Man must be lifted up, that everyone who 
believes in Him may have eternal life. For God so 
loved the world that He gave His one and only Son, 
that whoever believes in Him shall not perish but have 
eternal life.

In Him we have redemption through His blood, the 
forgiveness of sins, in accordance with the riches of 
God’s grace. 

Just as man is destined to die once, and after that to 
face judgment, so Christ was sacrifi ced once to take 
away the sins of many people; and He will appear a 
second time, not to bear sin, but to bring salvation to 
those who are waiting for Him.

For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith -- 
and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God -- not by 
works, so that no one can boast.

However, to the man who does not work but trusts God who 
justifi es the wicked, his faith is credited as righteousness. 

I write these things to you who believe in the name of 
the Son of God so that you may know that you have 
eternal life.

Know that a man is not justifi ed by observing the law, but 
by faith in Jesus Christ. So we, too, have put our faith in 
Christ Jesus that we may be justifi ed by faith in Christ and 
not by observing the law, because by observing the law 
no one will be justifi ed. 

He Himself bore our sins in His body on the tree, so that 
we might die to sins and live for righteousness; by His 
wounds you have been healed.

And are justifi ed freely by His grace through the 
redemption that came by Christ Jesus.

My sheep listen to My voice; I know them, and they 
follow Me. I give them eternal life, and they shall never 
perish; no one can snatch them out of My hand. My 
Father, who has given them to Me, is greater than all; 
no one can snatch them out of My Father’s hand.

I do not set aside the grace of God, for if righteousness 
could be gained through the law, Christ died for nothing!

Salvation is found in no one else, for there is no other 
name under heaven given to men by which we must 
be saved.

And this is the testimony: God has given us eternal 
life, and this life is in His Son. He who has the Son 
has life; he who does not have the Son of God does 
not have life.

Therefore no one will be declared righteous in His 
sight by observing the law; rather, through the law we 
become conscious of sin.

For we maintain that a man is justifi ed by faith apart 
from observing the law.
